Pathways 2 Success - Tutorial Application Form  

 

P2S Tutorial is offered as a subject choice for students who are not achieving a 

passing grade in either Maths or English or both. If you are one of these 

students and you genuinely want to change your marks by working hard with 

some help, then P2S is for you.   

 

Students MUST APPLY to join P2S 

You can apply if you are a student who… 

- Achieved a D or an E for at least one subject, one of these subjects   

must be either English or Maths 

- Is ready to apply themselves to achieve a pass.  

- Is ready to give 110%  

- Require assistance to improve their literacy and numeracy skills 

- Understands that they must choose a subject to withdraw from in order  

to do P2S 

 

Students who apply to join P2S must abide by all entry requirements.  

• P2S is not a medium of behavioural control; it is for learning enhancement.  

• Students who exhibit disruptive behaviour will be excluded from the 

class.  

• While P2S aims to help students with time management, entry to P2S 

solely to complete assessment is NOT an option.  

• Students are still expected to do work at home in order to 

successfully complete their assessment. Students will not be granted 

entry, or will have their enrolment cancelled should this be their sole 

motivation for entering the program. 

 

Elements of P2S include participation in: 

What exactly do I do in P2S?  

You will get out of P2S only what you put in. If you apply yourself and show that 

you are ready to work than you will find that you will reap the rewards. You will 

be involved in the following activities. Sometimes you will be able to choose what 

you want to work on and at other times you will be expected to participate in 

some experiences that we have designed to support you in your learning.  

- Scaffolded activities to assist with the completion of assessment 

- Time to complete your assessments 

- Basic Computer Skills 

- Literacy activities 

- Numeracy activities 

- Literacy and numeracy strategy development 

- Activities to enhance organisational skills  

- Activities to enhance study skills 

STUDENTS WHO DO NOT PARTICIPATE IN ALL ELEMENTS OF P2S OR 

WHO DISPLAY DISRUPTIVE BEHAVIOUR WILL BE BREACHING THE 

CONDITIONS OF THEIR CONTRACT AND WILL THEREFORE BE

BEHAVIOUR CONTRACT 
Entry into the P2S program is a privilege and subject to students abiding by all entry 

requirements.
